Supported by The Media Trust, the AOP Cookie Consortium continuously scans all AOP
publisher websites to identify executing vendors and their cookies. This information is
presented to you via the Digital Vendor Risk Management (DVRM) platform for your review
and accessed by publishers to incorporate into their data privacy programs.
